Situated between Verona and Venice in the Veneto region, Vicenza is the home of Andrea Palladio, the 16th-century 
architect who created a host of sublime palaces here. This pleasant city of 110,000 inhabitants, whose entire downtown area 
is a UNESCO World Heritage Site, is home to a number of artistic treasures, including some twenty sublime buildings.

- Early-morning train journey from Verona to Vicenza (25 minutes journey)
- Visit Vicenza with a local guide: Discover Palladian architecture at the 
palaces of Corso Palladio: the «fragment» of Palazzo Porto Breganze, 
Piazza dei Lords with the Palladian Basilica, Piazzetta Palladio, Ponte San 
Michele, Piazza delle Erbe and the Olympic Theater.
- Afternoon at leisure depending on your train timetable
- Return by train to Verona
